

GM Ladies Golf Tour is open to all Professional Women Golfers and Amateur Lady Golfers with a category 1 handicap.

GM Ladies Golf Tour reserves the right to refuse any membership application for any reason.
To become a GM Ladies Golf Tour member, a completed membership application form is required along with relevant payment with your first event entry. Please consult our Fees and Payment Page.

Membership is in effect from the day it is paid and processed until the end of the calendar year if the full membership is selected, otherwise if event only membership is selected the membership expires on completion of the selected event. 
No refunds for membership will be given if the member resigns or are banned from the GM Ladies Golf Tour.

Event entry is open to all declared Professional Golfers and category 1 Amateurs.
Each event will be first come first served to all members.

GM Ladies Golf Tour reserves the right to refuse entry for any reason.

All GM Ladies Golf Tour Entry fees are available to view on-line.

Payments can be made on the Graham Moore International Golf Schools Website in the GM Ladies Golf Tour icon.

The GM Ladies Golf Tour Schedule will be displayed on the Graham Moore International Golf Schools Website.

Tournaments will be 18, 36 or 54 hole events.  The format will be stroke play and in accordance with the rules of the Royal and Ancient /USGA /LPGA /LET.
Local rules may be given on the day of event at the discretion of the Tournament Director.


The Field will be limited.

GM Ladies Golf Tour works on a first come first serve basis. It is the player’s responsibility to obtain their tee time.  Tee times will be displayed on the web site 2 days before event.
To enter an event, fill in the relevant entry form and payment details. 


Entries will be taken up until the Friday before the event.  Entries are first come first served because of limited slots.  Conformation must be made the day before the event.

The player must register with GM Ladies Golf Tour 20 minutes before their tee off time.
GM Ladies Golf Tour will disqualify any player not registering before commencement of play.

Players have 7 days before the tournament day to withdraw.


Prize money breakdown will be available on the morning of the Tournament.  It will be determined by the number of players plus any added additional sponsor money.
Prize money will normally be 30% of the field after course costs.

There will be no levy on prize money.

If Amateurs are placed in the Prize money spots in their selected division, a £50 voucher will be issued to the highest ranked amateur for use against a future GM Ladies Golf Tour event.

If there is a tie at an 18, 36 or 54 hole tournament the result will be a tie and prize money will be shared equally between the tied players.  Prize money will be paid out on the last day of the Tournament.

Senior Professionals will play a separate event & the prize money will again be 30% of the senior’s field after course costs, again there will be no levy on prize money

Professionals 45 & over have the option to enter the main professional event if they wish to by paying the required entry fee for that division. 
They then relinquish the right to earn money in the senior division


Players will accumulate order of merit points throughout the Tournament Events.

Slow play will not be tolerated on the GM Ladies Golf Tour.  Play must be kept with the group in front.  If there is a ruling required then let the groups behind play through.
Penalties for slow play

First – Official Warning

Second – One Shot penalty

Third – Two Shot penalty

Fourth – Disqualification

Timings

Timing will be enforced when a group is out of position. For instance more than one hole behind.

The player first to approach her shot will have 50 seconds to execute that shot.

The second or third players have 40 seconds to execute their shot

If timings are exceeded then they will be given a bad time according to the penalties above.


The Player has to make sure; 
· Abide by Golf Rules and Etiquette

· Speed of play (Refer to Speed of Play policy)

· Register 20 minutes before tee off time.

· Report to Starter 10 minutes before tee time (The GM Clock on course will be the official time)

· Cooperate with the starter

· To observe the one ball rule


Proper golfing attire is required at all times on the golf course.
No jeans, shorts or collarless vests are allowed.

At all other occasions the dress code of the hosting course applies.
Soft spikes will be preferred and may be a must from the club.

Caddies must wear the correct golfing attire with the exception of tailored shorts. They must wear trainer type footwear.


Buggies are not allowed, unless at the discretion of the Tournament Director.  Pull or powered trolleys are allowed.

The use of mobile phones is not allowed in the tournaments and will result in disqualification except when there is a situation mentioned in the local rules.

Please respect the Tour and sponsors when dealing with the media.  Any grievances may be taken up with the Tournament Director.

Any appeals must be made to the Tournament Director after the play has finished but before the scorecard is signed.

The Tournament Director’s decision is final.


GM Ladies Golf Tour will suspend play if there is a danger to the player’s i.e. adverse weather conditions.
If the play needs to be suspended 1 blast on the horn will sound.  In the event of suspension of play, players should mark their ball and find the nearest shelter.  If the player picks up the ball with out marking it they will be disqualified.

Play will be resumed by two blasts on the horn.  

There may be other reasons for suspension of play.  This will be two blasts on the horn.  The player may either mark their ball or finish the hole.  You are then required to come to the tournament register office.


In the event of a tournament being cancelled we will try to find an alternative venue.  This unfortunately can not be guaranteed.  No refunds will be given, but credit for the next event will.  All 18 holes must be completed by all of the players for the event to be complete.

It is the player’s responsibility to contact the golf course to organise a practice round if they desire.  The player must follow the golf courses rules and guidelines as to the tees permitted.  Players must not tee off any other areas except those.
Any player not following the above rules will face disciplinary action.


If a tournament is full, players entering after the allotted spots will be placed on a reserve list based on time and date of entry.  

Players will then be contacted and invited to play at the tournament.


All equipment must meet the Royal and Ancient Golf Club/ USGA / LET / LPGA requirements and conform to the rules of golf.


GM Ladies Golf Tour has penalties and appeals to golfers who are guilty of behaviour unbecoming of a golf professional at a Tournament event or related activities.  The player will be subject to a fine or suspension from tournament play.

The Tournament Director is authorized to impose penalties, fines or suspensions on the following, and other actions. 
· Abuse to any Tournament staff.

· Alcohol consumption or abuse.

· Club throwing or breaking

· Rule Violations

· Bad language

· Damage to course property

· Public Attacks
