Members Rules
In order to make your activities with V.R.M.J.G.C. safe, happy and successful, please read and observe the following rules.

1. Juniors, under the age of 18, are not allowed to buy or drink alcohol at any locations where V.R.M.J.G.C. operates.

2. Juniors, under the age of 18, are not allowed to play the gaming machines at any locations where V.R.M.J.G.C. operate

3. Juniors, under the age of 18, are not allowed to smoke at any locations where V.R.M.J.G.C.  operate

4. Juniors, under the age of 14, are not allowed in the lounge or bar while the bar is open at any locations where V.R.M.J.G.C.  operate

5. You should read the “Rules of Golf” booklet and try to learn as many rules as possible.

6. You should read and obey the “Etiquette” section in the “Rules of Golf” booklet.

7. Always carry your rule book in your golf bag and know how to use it.

8. Always be careful and check around you before swinging.

9. Always shout “FORE” if you think your ball might hit someone.

10. Always be aware of other golfers and of the danger of their shots going astray and hitting you.

11. You must never hit through anyone on purpose.

12. Allow green keepers to get on with their work.  Wait for them to see you and stand aside before you play.

13. Wear golf shoes, which are in good condition or other sensible footwear with soles that provide good grip.

14.  Practice is only allowed in areas designated for V.R.M.J.G.C. Follow the rules for practicing on the practice ground/ Driving Range.

15. Always give way to adult golfers, even when they are in the wrong.  If the behavior of any adult on the course has upset you, tell V.R.M.J.G.C. employees immediately.

16. If you feel threatened, leave the course or centre immediately and seek the help of a responsible adult – a greens keeper, starter or golfer you recognize.  If adults are found to have behaved badly towards you they will be disciplined.

17. Mobile phones must be switched off while you are on the course, but you may use them in an emergency.

18.  Bullying will not be tolerated and persistent bullying may lead to suspension or expulsion from all GMIGS activities.  If you have are being bullied, tell V.R.M.J.G.C. employees or your parents.

19. Remember, whenever you play either at home or away you are representing V.R.M.J.G.C. and you must never behave in any way that would bring discredit on yourself or V.R.M.J.G.C.  Your dress should be smart casual.  Jeans and football tops are unacceptable when playing in V.R.M.J.G.C. activities and at some venues trainers are forbidden.  Whether you win or lose, play well or poorly, keep your feelings to yourself and behave in a pleasant manner towards all golfers.

20. Never show temper or make a loud noise when on the course.  Keep trying to end of every round.

21. If you do something wrong, you will be spoken to by V.R.M.J.G.C. employees.  If you repeatedly misbehave, your parents will be told.  Serious misbehavior, including cheating, may lead to suspension or expulsion from all GMIGS activities.
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
